Power Plant Live: Market Street, Baltimore, MD 21202  "Power Plant Live!" is a conglomeration of restaurants (turned clubs on weekend eves.) and bars.  Load up your car and use one of the several nearby garages, metered street parking, or valet it.  Alternatively, take the metro and exit @ Marketplace.  Ask about a "One Pass" if you don't want your cover to tie you down to one place for the night - $10 gets you access to Bar Baltimore, McFadden's, Howl at the Moon, Tiki Bob's, and Have a Nice Day.

· Tiki Bobs – Tiki torches accent a huge outside patio, the dance floor is super-small but the DJ plays a variety of popular selections (think MTV)

· Have a Nice Day Cafe 34 Market Place. 410-385-8669.  One of a chain of '70s theme clubs celebrates all the good (?) things to come out of that decade.  Decor includes yellow smiley faces and a Saturday Night Fever dance floor with pulsating colored lights and disco balls. 70's and 80's music.
· Bar Baltimore  410-385-2992  Clubby people and trendy dance music. The lights are dimmed and the atmosphere electric with the mating rituals of Baltimore's youth. Bar Baltimore bills itself as 'Baltimore's Craziest Party Bar' complete with dancing on platforms and bars. Bar also broadcasts live footage from its sister bars around the country. 
· McFadden's 10 Market Place.  410-779-7101 McFadden's is the largest bar/restaurant in Power Plant Live, there is always seating, whether it is outdoors, in the private club room or in the indoor bar. Part sports bar, part Irish pub with televisions viewable from every seat in the house. Solid menu including  Cajun North Atlantic Salmon, the Pit Burger,  North Atlantic Smoked Salmon salad, and a huge crab cake platter.  Plenty of beers, liquors and wines from all over the world.  McFadden's crowd is very young - mostly college students and young professionals.

· Howl at The Moon 22 Market Place.  410-783-5111 With Baltimore as its 10th location, the owner of Howl at the Moon knows how to show people a good time. Dueling piano players pound out the tunes on a low stage in the middle of the barroom, allowing for customer interaction that includes taking special requests. This is strictly a bar, but between the giant Hurricane drinks and the wild music, you won't notice the lack of nibbles. 
· Culture Club 124 Market Street.  410-986-0011.  All icons of the '80s are celebrated here(hence the Ghostbuster and Smurf decor), and there's a good chance you'll get to practice your electric slide or reminisce about MTV's olden days. If retro entertainment isn't your bag, 21st century mixes may be more appealing (two sets of dance floors and DJs). Drink specials, Ladies Night and Power Hour.

· Della Notte  801 Eastern Ave. Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-837-5500.  Well-turned Italian staples, including 19 pastas, such as gamberi cardinale with fat shrimp in a tomato cream sauce or fettuccine Mona Lisa with sausage and mushrooms.  Veal and chicken dishes, individual pizzas at lunch, in-house bakery selections from cassata cake to profiteroles.  Attached cigar lounge and a terrific wine list.
· The Cheesecake Factory 201 E. Pratt St.  Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-234-3990.  Born in Beverly Hills in 1978 of one woman's talent for making cheesecake, Cheesecake Factory restaurants quickly exploded nationwide.  The chain keeps its creative edge without sacrificing quality. Burgers, specialty pizzas, mahi-mahi soft tacos, avocado egg rolls, and 35 kinds of cheesecake, Sunday brunch.  Delicious pasta selections include Sheila's Blackened Pasta and Thai Chicken Pasta.  Plan on arriving a few hours before you'll be hungry on popular eating out nights– depending on the day of week and time of day, the wait can range from an hour to 4+ hours.  No reservations.
· Legal Seafoods 100 E. Pratt St.  Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-332-7360.  Boston-based chain's fresh seafood menu is a paean to regional American tastes. Plates of mid-Atlantic oysters and clams bring beautifully briny bites to the table. Fried clams and thick clam chowder do New England proud. The lobster roll is an edible tribute to the state of Maine. Bluefish, tamed by a spicy sweet Asian glaze, and served with sugar snap peas and jasmine rice, delights. An oyster po'boy sandwich smacks of New Orleans.
· Phillips 301 Light St.  Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-685-6600.   Affordable, family-friendly seafood house.  The quarter-pound crab cake sandwich is flavored with two types of mustard and the family's secret-recipe seasoning. If crab cakes aren't your favorite, there are other dishes that offer a "downey ocean" flavor, including cream of crab soup, crab imperial, and broiled and fried seafood platters.  Outside dining is available in warmer months and a piano bar is open year-round. An all-you-can-eat buffet is located adjacent to the main restaurant. The buffet is the only place you will find steamed crabs.
· Hooters Light Street Pavillion of Harborplace.  410-244-0367.  Casual, beach-style restaurant featuring music from the 50's and 60's.  American fare served by the renowned Hooters waitresses in their signature skimpy attire.  Spicy wings and an extensive selection of seafood.
· Eurasian Harbor Pier 5 at the Inner Harbor, 711 Eastern Avenue, 410-230-9992.  Expensive.  Fine balance between casual and elegant.  Friendly sushi bar and glamorous dining rooms.   Fare includes blackened scallops on a seaweed salad with mango-lemon butter.  Dishes inflected with European touches fare better than the straightforward Asian offerings.  The seafood that comprises most of the menu is handled with utmost respect and desserts like the the chocolate-hazelnut Napolean are joys consume.

· Rusty Scupper Inner Harbor Marina.  400 Key Highway.  Baltimore, MD 21230.  410-837-5339.    Seafood restaurant and bar serving lunch, dinner, and Sunday Brunch.  Located in a dramatic, free-standing building with an exceptional waterfront location with a dramatic view of Harborplace, the Inner Harbor, and Fells Point. The dinner atmosphere is enhanced by live, piano entertainment.
·  Purple Orchid 729 E Pratt St.  Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-837-0080.  Sushi and French/Asian fare in a serene environment.  Intimate seating for a quiet dinner. The menu features loads of delicious dishes for sushiphobes. Lunch entrees range from Lo Mein to Broiled Salmon, while dinner entrees include Chicken Scalapini and Singapore-style Shrimp. Everything is very reasonably priced, which is a pleasant surprise given the Purple Orchid's high-profile location in the Scarlett Seed Building.

Attorneys Larry Flax and Rick Rosenfield created CPK and the Original BBQ chicken pizza in 1985 in Beverly Hills, and the chain has grown to more than 100 restaurants in more than 25 states, the District of Columbia and three countries internationally. Appetizers and pasta travel around the globe to grace the menu, from Tuscan hummus and sesame ginger chicken dumplings to jambalaya and kung pao spaghetti.  Price per person: $10-$20 (including entree, drink, and dessert)  CPK is famous for innovating more than 25 varieties of hearth-baked pizzas. The restaurant features outdoor patio seating and a menu that also includes salads, a variety of pasta dishes and desserts. 
· Fudrucker's 125 Market Place.  Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-625-0995.  Comfort foods include burgers, grilled cheeses, french fries and onion rings. The atmosphere is 50's diner-festive, and burger fixings and condiments are custom/self-serve.  Dessert selections include shakes and hot fudge sundaes.

Menu features spicy wings, pork barbecue sandwiches, ribs, chicken, fresh seafood and an award-winning Maryland crab soup - and the saloon has a complete assortment to quench parched thirsts.  Kid friendly.
· Ben & Jerry's Pratt St. Pavillion, Harborplace.  410-685-8290.  Vermont's Finest Ice Cream and Frozen Yogurt, was founded in 1978 in a renovated gas station in Burlington, Vermont, by childhood friends Ben Cohen and Jerry Greenfield. They soon became popular for their innovative flavors, made from fresh Vermont milk and cream. Enjoy ice cream, low fat ice cream, frozen yogurt, sorbet and other delish treats.
· Babalu Grill 34 Market Place. 410-234-9898. Moderate prices, authentic Cuban food and delicious drinks in an appealing atmosphere. The main bar area features a huge picture of the legendary Ricky Ricardo, with bongo drums for bar seats in front of the huge stone-carved bar. Ceiling fans, grass cloth and corrugated tin impart the feeling of an era gone by in Cuba. Adjacent to the bar, a huge dance area bridges the gap to the bright, energetic dining room with an open-air kitchen. Babalu's also features a well laid-out outdoor area, with comfy sofas and cafe tables amid beautiful landscaping.  Appetizers include shrimp seared in oil, garlic, tomato and rum with an avocado-mango salsa.  Entrees are diverse including grilled snapper and the paella, lobster bisque and gazpacho. Specialty drinks and desserts are out of this world -- the Mojita Suave comes with fresh sugar cane, and the coconut creme brulee is excellent.

· Hard Rock Cafe 601 E. Pratt St. Power Plant Building. Baltimore, MD 21202.  410-347-7625.  Boasting more than 100 venues in 40 countries, Hard Rock has become a truly global presence since the first one opened its doors in London in 1971. The menu is extensive, moderately priced and undeniably American, serving up everything from barbecue chicken and burgers to honey bourbon New York strip and the Pig Sandwich. The full bar offers a variety of beers, wines and mixed drinks to wash it all down. And desserts like creamy homemade cheesecake, decadent banana splits and rich hot fudge brownies are a delicious finale. The real attraction at Hard Rock, however, is the rock 'n' roll atmosphere.

The restaurant and microbrewery offers great beer, an extensive selection of wine, delicious (but pricey) food and a place for pretty much everyone.  With the way Brewer's Art is designed, it's entirely possible for a hoity-toity society woman to dine elegantly upstairs and her prodigal art-student grandson to chill with his corduroy-clad comrades in the smoky din downstairs without ever meeting. They can sample from the same batch of delicious home-brewed Resurrection Ale and not even know it
· Mick O’Sheas- 328 N. Charles St., Baltimore; (410) 539-7504.  The jig is up. Irish eyes are smiling. Stop searching for four-leaf clovers, as the wish for a true, un-cliched Irish pub has been granted. The Mick's staff is real particular about how they pour a Guinness, and has even won several Perfect Pint awards. The Murphy's Irish Stout is just as grand, and the menu features standard American and Irish pub food, including a not too shabby shepherd's pie, and a corn beef and cabbage dish for hardy gastronomes. Tuesday through Saturday, live music fills the bar in the evening. Musicians include a large range of talent from those who couldn't hack it in any lounge to traditional Celtic music to acts like Black 47. O'Malley's March also makes frequent appearances.
· Red Maple- 930 N. Charles St., Baltimore; (410) 547-0149.  The only way you know this is a Baltimore bar and not some chic L.A. lounge is that the staff are young, personable and friendly. They just aren't bored enough.
· 13-th Floor- 1 E. Chase St., Baltimore; (410) 347-0888.  No question about it: Baltimore's best view is found on the outskirts of downtown at The 13th Floor (also known as Club 13) in the turn-of-the-century historic Belvedere Hotel. From here, you forget about the touristy Inner Harbor and the industrial docks to the south. Instead, you're taken back to the horse and carriage days of the city as the spirals and towers from old churches and Georgian-style buildings take over the skyline. Charles Street once again becomes the city's main thoroughfare as its street lamps show it rising out of the south Harbor area and running the length of the city, past Penn Station and Johns Hopkins University, to meet the northern ends of Baltimore. Timing a visit with a blustery snowfall or a lightning storm makes the view all the more dramatic.

Enter through a secret bookcase in the Midtown Yacht Club, and enjoy one of Baltimore’s most unique lounge clubs. Boasting one of the city’s largest spirit selections, Oxygen Bar, full dinner menu, KGB/CIA antiquities and artifacts, Spy Club is one place you’ll be sure to tell everyone about back home. So slide into one of their leather sofas, sip a martini and receive your assignment.

Contemporary American fare including seasonal seafood, steaks, pasta, burgers and salads make up a something-for-everyone menu at this popular midtown spot. Set in a classic 1920’s former automobile showroom, CityCafe is the perfect escape from your theme restaurant experience.
· Al Pacino Café- 900 Cathedral Street., Baltimore; (410) 962-8859.  No, you won't find Mr. Pacino in this establishment, but you will find really good food.  Come for the schwarma, kebabs, brick-oven pizzas and other Middle Eastern delicacies
· Donna’s- 800 N. Charles Street, Baltimore; (410) 385-0180.  The original Donna's is cozy and the outdoor tables provide diners with a lovely view of the Washington Monument. Of course you can get the salads, sandwiches, pizzas and coffee Donna's is known for.
· Mt. Vernon Stable- 909 N. Charles Street, Baltimore; (410) 962-8811.  Some of the best ribs in town can be found at Mount Vernon Stable.  We specialize in baby back ribs imported from Denmark, along with barbeque chicken, hamburgers, Tex-Mex entrees and daily specials. Downstairs bar open until 2am daily.

They also feature grilled entrées ranging from burgers to salmon to ribeye steak, and homemade desserts, such as warmed molten chocolate cake or apple crisp.
· Ben Thai- 340 N. Charles St., Baltimore; (410) 727-7971.  Ben Thai might be the next best thing to visiting Thailand.  Some of the best pad thai in Baltimore is found at Charles Street's Ban Thai. The curry and vegetarian dishes are also good choices.
· Thai Landing- 1207 N. Charles St., Baltimore; (410) 727-1234.  The best thing about Thai Landing, besides its amazingly friendly service and relatively low prices, is its location.  While there are many beef and chicken dishes, such as pad ped (beef or chicken with chili paste and basil) or panang (beef or chicken with chili paste, coconut milk and Kaffir lime leaves), there are also plenty of seafood and vegetarian options. The super-spicy goong pad kra-prao (shrimp stir-fried with basil, hot peppers, string beans and carrots) and the spicy-to-order gaeng keow whan (tofu and mixed vegetables simmered in curry and coconut milk) are house favorites. The non-vegetarian curry dishes are also delicious with their coconut sweetness and fresh string beans, bamboo shoots and carrots simmered in Thai green or red curry, and for a starter, the crunchy spring rolls are sure to please.
· Akbar- 823 N. Charles Street, Baltimore; 410-539-0944.  For the best in traditional low-priced Indian cuisine and impeccable service, you can't beat Akbar. Although the dining room is fairly small, the setting can be quite romantic at night, with candle light, exposed brick walls and the rhythmic pulse of Indian music. There's never much of a wait here, reservations are rarely necessary, and management often makes the rounds to inquire about the quality of the meal. Akbar's bus boys are also so good that a water glass is never half-empty for long. Acclaimed as one of the best art museums in the U.S., the Walters offers 55 centuries of art including Egyptian mummies, medieval armors, and 19th century masterpieces. The Walters also hosts world-class traveling exhibitions.

Nice foosball table in the back, if it’s still functioning. www.catseyepub.com
· Kooper’s Tavern- 1702 Thames St., Baltimore; (410) 563-5423  When I went to Kooper’s for the first time, my friends told me “just look for the big dog at the end of Broadway – you can’t miss it.”  I thought they were joking, but they weren’t; if you can’t find the sign to this place with its signature dog, maybe it’s because you were just there and now need to be handing the keys over to your friends.  Not only is the beer good, but this is actually a nice place to eat – especially if you like veggie burgers for lunch. www.koopers.com
· Leadbetters- 1639 Thames St., Baltimore; (410) 675-4794  Leadbetters Tavern brings in live music every night to give people a taste of the local bands.  This is the kind of place where you could hang out, even play a game of chess with a friend, while listening.  Check out open mike night on Mondays, open till 1:30AM.  www.leadbetterstavern.com
· Max’s- 737 S. Broadway, Baltimore; (888) 674-6297  When the Orioles are playing or other events are in town, expect for this place to be packed.  This is apparently one of the favorite places to hang out for anyone who’s not from the area.  Probably more beers on tap here than anywhere else in Fells, and if you like the kind of place that’s crowded and full of cigar smoke plus people who just turned 21 (or maybe haven’t yet), this might be your new favorite place to visit on a Friday night.  www.maxs.com
· Admiral’s Cup- 1647 Thames St., Baltimore; (410) 522-6731  This bar is little more than a room on a streetcorner with a bar and a DJ in a renovated broom closet, which makes it all the more interesting to visit.  Expect to be standing and the entire time you’re there, and expect to have fun as well, especially if you like 80s music.

· The Horse You Came in On- 1626 Thames St., Baltimore; (410) 327-8111  Another of the local favorites, this is a great place to go if you like Blues music and that kind of crowd.

· The Wharf Rat- 801 S. Ann St., Baltimore; (410) 276-9034  Not to be confused with the brewpub near Camden Yards, the Wharf Rat is a nice place a couple of blocks away from the main Fells Point scene.  It’s a bit quieter, larger (two bars), and there are food tables right next to the bar, giving this place the feel of a port-city hangout, not just a place to get drunk.

· Latin Palace- 509 S. Broadway, Baltimore; (410) 522-6700  If you like Salsa and other Latin dancing, Latin Palace is the place to go!  This nightclub/ dance club is open until 2AM, Tuesday through Sunday, and the dancing starts around 10 every night. · Looney’s Pub- 2900 O'Donnell St., Baltimore; (410) 675-9235.  What is Looney's? Well back in the Spring of 1993, a couple of guys brought together their vision of what the perfect bar would be like...A place with great food, lot's of beer on tap, plenty to do and any game you want to watch on the tube.  So they bought one of their favorite bars, knocked out some walls, added some games and TV's and added a top-notch kitchen. With these two, there was only one name that would fit- Looney's Pub.  Transforming the quiet neighborhood of Canton into one of Baltimore's hippest. Where you can grab some of the tastiest wings anywhere,while watching the game on the tube, waiting for your turn at the pool table. A few of Helen's menu items have a vegetarian or healthful twist -- such as the Apollo sandwich of garlic hummus, provolone, tomato, brussels sprouts on a spinach wrap, or the Tuscan wrap, with portobello mushrooms, greens, tomato spread and provolone. · Purple Pepper- 2218 Boston St., Baltimore; (410) 534-3800 A combination restaurant and bar, this is yet another option for having fun on a night out in Canton.
· Red Fish- 845 S. Montford Ave., Baltimore; (443) 524-1454  Red Fish's menu is filled with a good balance of jazzed-up bar food and intriguing, Mediterranean-inspired dishes.  Don’t leave without someone at the table trying the crab cakes – they’re amazing!  A bit pricey, but definitely worth a shot.
· The Gin Mill- 2300 Boston St., Baltimore; (410) 327-6455 This Canton watering hole is the place to be on the weekends. That means music is loud and you can barely move. Wednesdays are ladies night, meaning ladies drink for free, and the place is crammed with men. Keep an eye out for special fundraising events, which the Gin Mill frequently host. Lunch items are also available and include bar favorites like potato skins, buffalo wings and nachos, along with salads and a sandwich menu (burgers, crab cakes and tuna steak). You'll find books, chess boards, five regulation-size pool tables, a dart board and a Golden Tee golf game. Downstairs, there's seating for 90 inside and 60 outside, and a bar. There is also live entertainment some nights.

· MaGerk’s- 1061 S. Charles Street 410-576-9230  Located on the corner of Cross and Charles, MaGerk’s is like a frat party on Friday and Saturday nights.  At other times, it can be more low-key.  Philadelphia cheese steaks are on the menu here.
· Ryleigh’s Brew Pub- 36 E. Cross Street 410-539-2093  On Mondays, come to Ryleigh’s for 20 cent wings and $1 beers, brewed on the premises.  Ryleigh’s has a number of big screen TVs, where the main sporting events are always on display.

· Ropewalk Tavern- 1209 S. Charles Street 410-727-1298  Located immediately south of Cross Street on Charles, Ropewalk boasts a pool table in addition to foosball.

· No Way Jose Cafe- 38 E. Cross Street 410-752-2837  Currently, No Way Jose is offering 2-for-1 margaritas (including specialty margaritas) on Monday nights.  Mexican fare served here includes tacos, burritos, and enchiladas.
· Sky Lounge/Tango Tapas- 1041 Marshal Street 410-962-5050  Right off of Cross Street, this lounge serves both classic Spanish dishes and new-style tapas, as well as a wide array of beverages.  There is a dance floor above the dining room.

· Thai Arroy- 1019 Light Street 410-385-8587  Thai Arroy is beginning to be a neighborhood hangout, with people who know each other doing some tablehopping. It's crowded in a good way, so you feel like you're at a happening place. The large menu is nicely balanced between the old standbys like pad Thai and some more unusual choices like yellow curry with goat meat, fried potatoes and tomatoes.
· Blue Agave- 1032 Light Street 410-576-3938  An appetizer assortment will illustrate the range of the kitchen's talents: crisp little taquitos filled with chicken; quesadillas, one plump with grilled steak and one with wild mushrooms; superb, chunky guacamole, freshly made from dead-ripe avocados; a shredded pork tamale; and a peppery shrimp perched on a fat little corn pancake.  Blue Agave also offers many varieties of margaritas.
· Cross St. Market- 1065 S. Charles Street  A now-enclosed market, you can find a wide array of fresh products -- like flowers and an actual butcher -- by day. At night, Cross Street Market turns into a unique and very crowded bar full of carefully-groomed young people drinking gigantic beers and checking each other out.
· Little Havana Restaurante y Cantina- 1325A Key Highway 410-837-9903  Located on the water, Little Havana takes diners back to the time before Castro with its Cuban food in a cantina setting (complete with corrugated iron restroom stalls).  There are special deals just about every day here.  On Monday, for example, sandwiches are ½ price. 
· Spoons Coffeehouse & Roastery- 24 E. Cross Street 410-539-6751  Spoons offers an excellent atmosphere for social coffee-drinking or for studying, and it also serves a nice selection of soups, salads and sandwiches (as well as omelets, bagels and other breakfast foods in the mornings).
· The Bicycle- 1444 Light Street, 410-234-1900. “Fresh lobster grilled with pineapple, mango, kiwi, and herb butter over cheese grits.” “Rockfish baked in banana leaves with banana chutney, red curry sauce, and black Chinese sticky rice.” “Grilled red-chile-encrusted rack of lamb served with homemade pear, apple, habañero-mint chutney and stone-mustard-and-chive mashed potatoes.” That’s The Bicycle—a bright little jewel box tucked into south Federal Hill that combines flavors with gleeful abandon. The results are a series of delightful surprises that look as good as they taste (and yes, unlikely as it sounds, grilled pineapple goes wonderfully with cheese grits).

· Vespa- 1117-21 S. Charles Street 410-385-0355. The waitstaff at this teensy Federal Hill Italian may be young and hip, but they’re sweet and cheery, too. And although the décor is sleek, dark, and minimal, Vespa sports a menu full of Mediterranean sunshine and abundance. We love to invite a crowd and feast on the antipasto plate—piles of smoky eggplant caponata, fresh mozzarella and prosciutto, and garlicky white bean puree for smearing on the crusty bread. Our favorite pasta’s the duck ragù and rosemary over rigatoni, but we really swoon for the flavorful grilled game hen with herbed polenta, woodland mushrooms, and fresh sage. The hearty, peasanty food perfectly contrasts with the hip surrounds. Everything’s reasonably priced, and the menu’s helpful wine-pairing suggestions make ordering from the lovely selection of Italians a breeze. But bring a megaphone: Like any downtown bistro worthy of the name, the noise can be deafening.

· Caffe Brio- 902 S. Charles Street 410-234-0235  A relaxed coffee shop atmosphere, where the menu focuses primarily on vegetarian dishes.

· X Cafe- 48 E. Cross Street 410-637-3622  This Ethiopian coffee shop and restaurant serves mostly vegetarian fare, but some, such as the yedro watt, a kind of chicken stew in a spicy red sauce, have meat.  X Cafe won't be confused with the upscale coffee chains that seem to be everywhere.
