Two things to watch for when you look for apartments here: 1) Try to be on as high a floor as possible as we have been told that pests and air quality get worse the lower you are. We’re on the 8th floor and so far it’s been manageable, but we’re considering relocating to a higher floor. 2) As with any apartment, make sure that the one you are looking at is not located next to or above a neighbor who smokes—we had to deal with this the first few months we lived here but we have insulated the front door (you can do this with some cheap door foam at Home Depot) and currently, cigarette smoke is not a problem. One other thing that you should know: this building houses a lot of MICA students—they usually reserve the 2-bedroom, 2-baths for them so if you’re interested in those, you need to get on the waitlist early. Finally, if you decide to move here, tell the leasing office that Apt 809 sent you.
