Prion Diseases
Prion = proteinaceous infectious particle that is resistant to inactivation by most 
procedures that modify nucleic acids.

The prion that causes Creutzfeldt-Jacob disease is the PrP protein.  Abnormal PrP 
becomes resistant to proteases and forms amyloid fibers.  It also has high beta 
sheet content, whereas the normal PrP protein has high alpha helix content.
