	Diffuse LBCL
	Diffuse, not follicular,

Open chromatin, abundant cytoplasm mitoses

	Localized mass, or disseminated
	~50% cured with chemo, progressive, untreated do worse

	Burkitt’s Lymphoma
	“Starry-sky”, mitoses/ apoptosis

	Lymphoblastic Lymphoma
