	Hemangioma
	Benign neoplasms made of blood vessels

Most common primary liver tumor
	Single, spongy, dark-red lesion, subcapsular
	Numerous thin-walled dilated vessels

	Infantile hemangioendothelioma
	Rare benign (often spontaneously regresses) neoplasm of blood vessels

Most common liver lesion in 1st year of life

Often presents with AV shunting and high CO cardiac failure
	Like hemangioma but multiple and often note subcapsular
	Irregular small vessels in a fibrous stroma

	Hepatoblastoma
	Malignant neoplasm of infants
Assoc w/ Wnt mutations
	Single well-circumscribed mass
	Primitive epithelial cells admixed with immature mesenchymal cells (both types are neoplastic)

	Hepatic adenoma
	Benign neoplasm usually assoc w/ OCP use
Risk of rupture and hemorrhage into peritoneal cavity
	Well-circumscribed, usually encapsulated and hemorrhage, non-cirrhotic background
	Resembles normal hepatocytes, but encapsulated and no portal tracts and central veins

	Focal nodular hyperplasia
	Benign nonclonal mass lesion worsened by OCP use
Only found in non-cirrhotics
	Well-circumscribed, central scar
	Focal lesion, fibrotic bands w/ bland hepatocyte nodules, thick walled vessels in tumor center, central scar

	Hepatocellular carcinoma
Fibrolamellar carcinoma
	Most common primary liver carcinoma
Poor prognosis; early detection is key 
Risk factors: cirrhosis of any cause, chronic viral infection
Subgroup of HCC affecting younger patients
	Well-circumscribed, +/- capsule, different color than background
Non-cirrhotic background
	Thickened hepatocyte plates, loss of portal tracts and central veins, abnormal aterioles, neoplastic looking nuclei, +/- vascular invasion
Parallel bands of dense fibrosis, large nucleoli, abundant pink cytoplasm

	Cholangiocarcinoma
	Malignant neoplasm arising from biliary tree

Risk factors: chronic inflam. of biliary tree
	White, firm, non-encapsulated, non-cirrhotic background
	Gland/duct structure with desmoplastic response

	Angiosarcoma
	Rare malignant tumor of blood vessels
	Tan-white or hemorrhagic, spongy, typically scattered nodules
	Pleomorphic endothelial cells spreading along sinusoids

	Metastases to liver
	More common than primary liver neoplasms

Commonly pancreatic, colon, breast, stomach, lung
