Hormonal Treatment of Sexual Dysfunction
Factors associated with erectile dysfunction
--Cigarette smoking, alcohol.

--Anti-hypertensives (thiazide diuretics, Beta-blockers, calcium-channel blockers)

--Anti-depressants (SSRIs, MAOIs, lithium)

--Hormones (estrogens, progestins)

Sex hormone binding globulin (SHBG) increases with age.

Androgens increase libido, erections, and volume of ejaculate.
Androgens do not restore spermatogenesis.
Androgen patches and gels definitely help restore erectile ability.
