SARS
SARS is a winter virus, like influenza.  It is very stable in colder temperatures, and lasts 
days in stool.  It is killed by normal disinfectants.

Animal reservoir is probably civets.

Symptoms include fever, diarhea, cough.  More slow, insidious onset than flu.  It can 
incubate for over a week.

Other features that distinguish it from flu include diarrhea and a fever that goes down but 
then comes back up.

SARS is transmitted by airborne droplets spread from person to person.

The smaller the outbreak, the greater the involvement of health care workers.

Prevention/control measures must be draconian to prevent spread.
