Non-Melanoma Skin Cancer
Things important in development:

UV light causes cyclobutane rings, Immune Status, Viral Infx esp HPV, Genetics
1 in 5 americans will get skin cancer.
Must look for new or changing lesions and to get a hx of sun exposure, look at number of 

current nevi or freckles.  Cancers do not have to bleed!
Basal cell carcinoma:  occurs on sun exposed skin most common non-melanoma skin 

cancer.  Have a high cure rate, but are likely to metastasize.  Pearly waxy nodules, telangectasia, bleeding. Does not usually spread. Hedgehog signaling may be important here. 
 Squamous cell carcinoma:  flaky like keratosis, also have a high cure rate.  Keratotic plaques.  Occur in areas of chronic irritation or scars, can metastasize if not treated.  p53 is important here.
Actinic Keratosis:  may go away and come back.  Often mistaken for dry skin. Patients 

with this can develop SCC skin cancer.

Organ transplant patients have an increased risk of cancer esp SCC.
 Important to avoid the sun and to wear protective clothing and sunscreen.
