Human Sexuality Intro Lectures
Meds that impair sexual function
Psychotropics:  SSRIs, Lithium, barbiturates
Anti-androgens:  Depo-Provera, Lupron

Cardiac drugs:  Antihypertensives, Beta-blockers, Digitalis

Paraphilias
--may be based on craved behaviors (transvestism, exhibitionism, sadism)
--may be based on craved partners (pedophilia, necrophilia, zoophilia)

--may be influenced by intensity and personal attitude toward the craving
--become a true disorder when the cravings impair function or cause suffering
--“Egosyntonic” means the patient does not feel that what they are doing is wrong.  


There is no conflict between their desires and their sense of right and wrong.  

--“Egodystonic” is the opposite, and the patient is uncomfortable with their internal desires.
Pedophilia may be homo-, hetero-, or bi-sexual.

Pedophilia may be exclusive (interest in children only) or non-exclusive (children and adults).

**Treatment usually involves counseling plus medication.  Medications include an anti-androgen 
such as Lupron, which kills sexual desire.  It cannot change the quality or target of sexual 
desire, but it can kill the intensity of the desire.  


This facilitates better self-control, but the underlying craving remains.
